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ADMISSION POLICY

AIM
To assist the School Governing Body (SGB) in admitting learners at above-mentioned school that will excel academically to the highest performance standards that has been approved by the SGB. See Vision and mission of the School.
LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK

LEGISLATION

· The Constitution of the Republic of South Africa act. Act 108 of 1996.

· The National Admission Policy for Public Schools,[National Policy](Government Gazette 19377 of 1998) as promulgated in terms of the National Education Policy Act, 1996 (Act 27of 1996), as amended [NEPA]

· The Western Cape Provincial School Education Act, 1997(Act 12 of 1997)

· National Education Policy Act. Act 27 of 1996

· Legal Principles Prescribed for schools Admission policies.

· Only learners with specific aptitudes will be allowed to attend Agricultural, MST[Maths Science & Technology] focus schools:

· In terms of the National Admission Policy par.11 where placement in a specific course or programme e.g. a technical field of study, a dance ,visual art music, drama, sport, MATHEMATICS, is required , and in the interest of the learner is to undergo a competence test to assist a placement decision. 
 Compulsory Education;

· In terms of the SASA Section 3(1), school is compulsory for all learners from the age of seven (7) years until the last day of the year in which  a learner reaches the ages of fifteen (15) years or the ninth grade (grade 9)
CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION
The completion of the official Application form for Admission at NTHS does not imply automatically acceptance at NTHS. When an application form is not completed in full the application for admission will be placed on hold until the missing information is provided and the application is processed. 
All Foreign Nationals, immigrants, asylum seekers, must be in possession of valid documents and keep said documents updated to ensure acceptance into NTHS. All applicants must complete an interview by the Principal or his/her representative (an SMT member) of NTHS before being accepted at NTHS 
The National Senior Certificate Curriculum for the Technical Field of study is not designed for the ‘struggling’ learner. Physical Science, Technical Science, Mathematics, Technical Mathematics and Engineering Graphics & Design are compulsory subjects from Grade 10 to Grade 12. The only subject choice the learner and parent can make within the Technology subjects are [Electrical Technology/ Civil Technology/ Mechanical Technology].There are no subject choices which enable a learner to drop any subject with which he / she is not coping. 
In the past we have found that many parents are under the misapprehension that NORTHPINE TECHNICAL HIGH SCHOOL is a ‘special’ school because it offers technical / engineering subjects. WE ARE A SPECIALIZED SCHOOL WITH A SPECIALIZED FIELD OF STUDY, a TECHNOLOGY field of study. If a learner does not have the aptitude to cope with our curriculum, unhappiness and frustration results.  This sometimes causes behavioural problems as well.   Such a learner has a better chance of success in their schooling at an ordinary high school. 

The school will therefore (as far as we are able to) ascertain that a prospective learner has the aptitude to cope with the Mathematics / Physical Science / Engineering Graphics & Design and Engineering components of our curriculum. Abilities assessed are:

*Mathematical
*Two and Three dimensional insight
* Skills
Northpine Technical High School will also consider the area from which the applicant comes.NO feeder area will be allocated to the school because of the unique ethos of the school.  Preference will be given to learners who come from areas which are not already provided with a Technical High Schools or a Technical field of study.


· The engineering workshops are a major factor in our curriculum and in our day-to-day school life. Over the years the staff cuts imposed by the Department of Education have resulted in attrition in our workshop personnel and it is becoming harder to maintain strict supervision.  The importance of having a safe / secure school environment is a priority at Northpine Technical High School and to this end we have to ensure that we are doing everything we possibly can to adhere to legal safety requirements (Refers to the Occupational Health and Safety Act). To this end we request that an applicant submit a character reference [Behavioural Report] from his / her primary school as well as submit his / her school reports for perusal.  A learner who cannot behave or obey instructions, or is disruptive and mischievous poses a safety hazard in our workshops, and should therefore not be enrolled at Northpine THS.
· An ill disciplined learner will not be tolerated due to a life or lives being at stake and may result in a Disciplinary Hearing at SGB level and or may be recommended to be removed from the educational institute or be deregistered at NTHS.  


· Northpine Technical High School is a dual-medium [English / Afrikaans] school.   While most class teaching is done in the learner’s choice of these two languages, the other language is used extensively for announcements, procedures in assembly, notices, etc. In the event that a subject must be taught in both Languages due to unforeseen circumstances, learners must be adaptable. It is therefore imperative that the learner who is accepted at Northpine Technical High School is able to understand/read and write both English and Afrikaans. 
All learners who want to be placed and follow a Technical Education and Training must apply on the official Application Form (NTHS/1) that will be available at the school administration office or on the website of the school. They can apply either in hard copy or online application. Only Learners who have been promoted to the next grade will be allowed to apply for placement at NTHS.

The following criteria for placement in the General Education and Training Phase (GET) will have to be (applied) evaluated and adhered to.

Basic Criteria:
· NO learner from outside (from other schools) who was NOT PROMOTED to grade 8/9 or repeats grade 8/9 in the GET Phase will be admitted to NTHS.

· A learner who is enrolled at NTHS and has NOT been promoted to Grade 8/9 must re-apply for placement at NTHS for the next academic year or must be informed to apply for placement at another school.
· A learner could not be  re admitted to NTHS in the case of:


· Continuous absenteeism without valid reasons as prescribed in the NSC Examination Regulation or the Promotion and Progression Regulations laid out by the Department of Basic education  [20 days]
· Any disciplinary Actions – Found Guilty of a Serious Misconduct or reputation of misconducts.
SPECIFIC CRITERIA –GET Phase (Grade 8&9)
There are a few aspects that we must consider in the best interest of the applicant.
The academic performance of the first TWO terms (Grade7) and the previous year final results (Grade 6).

A great emphasis will be placed on the June examination results (Grade 7).
· Schooling Age
· Grade 8
The grade plus 6 years 

· 8 + 6 = 14 (Average age/grade 8) 

· Grade 9

· 9 + 6 = 15 (Average age/ grade 9)

· A behavioural Profile from the previous school is compulsory and will be requested.
· An interview of both the learner and Parent/Guardian will be requested.
· Over – aged learners: Will not be considered for admission at NTHS. Gr8 =16, Gr9 =17, Gr10 = 18, we do not accept new Gr 11-12 learners at NTHS.
 Academic Performance

· Any learner who passed grade 7 who shows potential in Mathematics (60% or higher), and
· Any learner who passed grade 7 who shows potential in Natural Science (60% or higher), and
· Any learner who passed his Home language (English/Afrikaans) and First Additional Language (English/Afrikaans) (60% or higher).

· Learners, who speak, read and write English and Afrikaans.

·  A Literacy and Numeracy assessment will be conducted by NTHS to ascertain the level of ability of future Grade 8 learners. This will take the form of a BASE LINE assessment in MATHS, SCIENCE, AFRIKAANS and ENGLISH.
· The Systemic Test results from the test completed during the Grade 6/9 year will be taken into consideration from his/her Primary or High School. 
· The above mentioned criteria will be applicable to Grade 9 learners whom apply for admission to NTHS. 

PLEASE TAKE NOTE: Northpine Technical High – is a School of Engineering 
NOT a School Of Skills.
Finances:
· With all new registrations a first payment of school fees of R 1000-00 must be paid.  

· All existing learners must be re-registered during November each year, to ensure proper planning and allocation of classes could be done for the following year. It is the parents/guardians responsibility to ensure that his/her child is re-registered.
SPECIFIC CRITERIA – FET Phase (Grade10-12)

Only learners who attended a Technical High School can apply for admission at NTHS. 

· Further Education and Training (FET) Learners who have subject choices, which NTHS offers, will be considered if there is space in a specific grade.
· Only Pure Maths and Technical Maths are offered in the FET Phase at NTHS.

· NO APPLICATION for admission from outside learners who were “not promoted “or “failing the core subjects” in their grades will be admitted into NTHS.

· NO enrolment will take place if the subject choices do not comply with subject choices offered at NTHS.
· NO GR 12 LEARNERS WILL BE ACCEPTED. NO LEARNER WILL BE ALLOWED TO REPEAT GR 12 AT NTHS.
· Learners from outside who want to follow the Technical Field of study in grade 10must comply with the schools criteria for that stream: 
· Mathematics. 60% [Gr 10] or higher.
· Natural Science 60% or higher.
· Home Language 60% or higher.

· First Additional Language 60% or higher
CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION DURING THE YEAR
· No learner will be accepted without SBA (School Based Assessment) activities.

· It is the parents/guardians responsibility to ensure that the school receive the SBA (School Based Assessment) activities timeously.

· The following reports must accompany the learner’s application form.

· Previous Academic Term result. Including the previous year results.
· A behavioural report from the Principal.

· A full report of school attendance.

· A full report of participation on sport/cultural levels.
